2. ISCA reserves the right to terminate the Scholarship at any time for poor sports or academic performance or
inappropriate conduct (see ICMS Student Handbook).

3. Scholarship Applicants may only apply for one Scholarship per study period — Multiple scholarship applications will
not be accepted.

4, The Women in Sport ISCA Scholarship offers a tuition waiver UP TO the value of $10,000. Partial scholarships are likely
to be awarded when application numbers are high. Subject to approval by the ICMS Scholarship Board.

5. In certain cases, the scholarship amount awarded will be credited to tuition as a portion of the fees in each study period
for the duration of the course of their study or until the scholarship credit is exhausted. In some cases, scholarship credit
can and may be applied to a later study period than the commencement study period.
